Nestled in the heart of the Superstition Mountains lies
spectacular Canyon Lake and home of the Dolly Steamboat. You
will marvel as you travel up the Apache Trail with its unique rock
formations and beautiful scenery. The Tonto National Forest
provides the most awe-inspiring and sublimely beautiful
panorama nature has ever created. Listen as your Captain
recounts the legends and lore of the Mysterious Superstition
Mountains and Arizona’s first Historic Highway, the Apache
Trail. This 120 mile scenic route is America's oldest roadway and
received that honor on February 25th, 1987. In fact, the Apache
Trail has the distinction of being the only recognized Historic and
Scenic Highway in Arizona. The road bed originally ran down
through the lake bed prior to the completion of Canyon Lake.

Cruising Canyon Lake started In October of 1925 with the tour
boat S.S. Geronimo. Continuing this tradition today the Dolly
now cruises the secluded inner waterways of spectacular
Canyon Lake and is considered one of Arizona’s premier
destinations. Its volcanic ash cliffs soar upwards nearly 1000
feet, not from a distance but up close and personal. Expect to
see a wide variety of wildlife and scenery while observing from
the deck during one of our tours. Every trip always brings new
revelations of rock formations, geological history, flora and
fauna of the Sonoran Desert with the beautiful Saguaro cacti,
nature at its best!

The Dolly offers seating at tables for up to 135 passengers with
abundant room to move about. We have 2 open air observation
areas, one covered upper area and our air conditioned and
heated lower cabin area. Be sure to bring your cameras and
binoculars to view and record this wilderness haven. Located
around Canyon Lake perimeter is Arizona’s largest herd of the
majestic Desert Bighorn Sheep. The herd size is estimated at
225-250 sheep! We typically see 10- 25 but have had sightings
of 62 sheep. Our patrons have also been thrilled to see the
nesting Bald Eagles. Every trip is unique depending on the time
of year or the time of day!

Visit our beverage bar which offers snacks, beverages, beer,
wine, and mixed drinks as well as a small gift shop. During your
cruise you will be entertained by Johan Sebastian Bach, E T,
Yavapai Princess, and a prehistoric battle between T-Rex and a
Mastodon. Relax and “kick back” as you are mesmerized.

We offer 1½ hour Daily nature cruises and 2 ½ hour twilight Dinner
Cruises. In addition we offer specialty cruises such as astronomy,
Christmas parade of lights, and caroling cruises. You can charter
the Dolly for parties, weddings, family reunions, business
meetings, wine tastings or any special occasion. In addition to the
Dolly, the apache trail and surrounding area has the most
attractions in any one given area within the state of Arizona.

A visitor to cactus country? The
concierges are often a key to
finding answers to guests’
questions and giving them the
scoop on the desert’s diverse
offerings. Our tourists’ most frequent queries and these area
travel authorities’ replies appear in this column.

Q. Where are some great places to take our
grandchildren in Arizona?

A. Kids may forget who gave them that toy, but they will
definitely remember taking a train with their grandpa or
riding in a horse-drawn carriage with their Nana,” says
Elizabeth LaBan, author of The Grandparents Handbook:
Games, Activities, Tips, How-Tos, and All-Around Fun.
Grandparents play an important role in the lives of
grandchildren. Spring break and summertime are the
windows of wonder for grandchildren and grandparents to
experience “painting the town” together when seniors get
off their rockers and revel in a second childhood along with
their small fry visitors. The key ingredient in a successful
intergenerational vacation is imagination.

Hiking in the Petrified Forest National Park in Northern
Arizona is a tranquil, austere experience in Navajo Indian
Country where the bottom of the clouds are pink reflecting
the rose-colored fossilized rocks of the Painted Desert
located at the Forest’s northern edge. Dinosaurs enthusiasts
will find footprints near Tuba City and the fossilized remains
of Triassic dinosaurs, and crystallized remains of 200-
million-year-old trees fascinating beyond belief in this 93-
million acre park. (928) 524-6228. My favorite site along U.S.
160 east of Red Lake are the sandstone Elephant Feet. Round
out this visit with a stay at the historic Wigwam Motel, a
Route 66 icon, complete with a small lobby museum of
Native American artifacts and petrified wood. (928) 524-
3048. And kids ages four to fourteen can be sworn in as
Junior Park Rangers when visiting the Grand Canyon after
completing a ranger-led program offered in late May
throughout the summer.(928)538 2901

Small fry and train enthusiasts of all ages will find the
McCormick Stillman Railroad Park a 30-acre wonderland in
southern Scottsdale, a Central Arizona suburb of Phoenix.
Check out historic exhibits on the mile-long journey behind a
5/12 –scale steam locomotive. Share a ride on a historic
carousel. And enjoy the Western fort complete with wrought
iron stagecoach and a playground that features digging
equipment and misters. (480) 312-2312. Peanuts, popcorn
and Cracker Jacks are just the beginning of shared fun at a
Diamondback baseball game on Chase Field in Phoenix—the
only sports stadium that combines a retractable roof, air
conditioning and a swimming pool. Kids get into the swing of
things at the Peter Piper Playhouse behind the scoreboard,
where a special facility allows them to test their batting and
pitching skills. Tours are available as well. (602) 514-8400.

Take a boat trip on the meandering Colorado River northeast
of Yuma in Western Arizona – a gateway that opened
remote areas of this state to travel and trade from California
and Colorado. One jet-boat tour operator says “This river ran
like a chocolate milkshake. It was too thick to drink and too
thin to plow.” Spot hummingbirds, flycatchers, warblers,
chuckwallas and an occasional wild burro along the historic
waterways of steamboats.

Zoobots Summer Camp is designed for fun and education
with week-long activities focusing on zoology and botany at
the Tucson Botanical Gardens. “Critters in the Garden”
reveals the diverse and complicated world of bugs, beetles
and butterflies both underground and above ground June 14-
-June 18. $225. Call (520) 326-9686, Ext. 31 for details.
While you’re in Southern Arizona, be sure to experience
astronomy in its international capital with a short trip to
Starizona for a free viewing of the night skies through their
celestron telescopes on Mondays, Wednesdays, Fridays and
Saturdays when skies are clear. Call (520) 292-5010 for
details. Or how about a daytrip to the old mining town of
Bisbee where you can scramble into lighted mining helmets
and take an ore car tour through the historic copper Queen
Mine often lead by former Phelps Dodge miners. After all,
there’s a reason Arizona’s Capitol has a copper dome! We’re
one of only three states that mine copper in the U.S. Call toll
free (866) 432-2071 for details.
